The chance opening of one *‘junk mail’* letter led Joseph Randazzo on a search for
truth that has lasted five years and is not yet finished.

Already successful in three diverse business endeavors by 1986, Randazzo was busy
checking his mail one morning, sorting letters by priority and pitching unopened junk
into the wastebasket. For some unknown reason he was impelled to retrieve one of,
the envelopes and read its message announcing a lecture on UFOs.

At this point, it is important to know something about Joseph Randazzo. His family
moved to southern California when he was only a child. His father was a pattern-maker
for the women’s garment industry and his mother operated a small restaurant. As he
grew, Joe became active in sports, especially Karate, earning a black belt and touring
in Asia with an American team.

At college, Joe studied motion picture production and acting. One of his instructors
recommended him to a casting office and he began picking up acting work in a variety
of film and TV projects. While he was still in college, his mother suffered a severe
heart attack. Joe quit school and took over the restaurant. In a year and a half he tripled
the business, then added a second successful outlet. He expanded his interests into the
fitness industry and opened two health clubs. Both became very successful in less than
a year. He also began a series of profitable real estate investments.

But Joseph Randazzo always wanted to be part of the film industry. He wanted to

write, produce and direct movies. He sold
the health clubs and started a production
company to package and produce motion
pictures. He was an astute businessman,
a young man on the move.

On that fateful morning in 1986 his
schedule was already overloaded. But in
spite of the restrictions on his time and the
fact that he had little interest in the subject,
the meeting place was near his home and
he decided to attend the session.

The subject was the Eduard ‘‘Billy””
Meier case and the Pleiades Project. It was
a strange, almost eerie feeling for Joseph
— throughout the lecture he seemed to
know in advance what was going to be
said. His mind’s voice spoke the words
before the speaker. By the end of the
lecture he was intrigued by the subject and
hooked by his unusual personal
experience.

Randazzo next attended an intense, 12
hours per day, week-end seminar on UFOs
and Contactees. His life would never be
the same, a recurring theme had entered
his life — he.had to know more.

He joined a study group that met every
other Tuesday. He carefully examined all
2500 pages of the Meier papers and even
wrote the man in Switzerland.

At this point his research was slowed
down by business. Randazzo had to
journey to India where he was producing
and directing a documentary film entitled,
*“First Pilgrimage to India’’.

‘When that project was finished he came
back to his new love. He thought the public
needed to know more about this reported
activity. Maybe he could do a TV film
about some of the contactees. With a
professional producer’s aplomb, he hired
some researchers and together they went
to work.

In the beginning Joseph’s idea was to
investigate the cases of 10 to 12 contactees.
This should provide enough material to tell
the story. But the information they
gathered was overwhelming.

Among the first cases committed to the
television special are the Meier case and
his long term contact with Pleiadians,
including some of the best photos ever
taken of UFOs, Sixto Paz Wells and his
mission for the Orion group, George
Adamski and his courageous early
revelations and Donna Butts, the Kansas
farm wife who claims contact with a group
of Amercons from the M31 Galaxy.

The number of interesting cases grew to
more than 150. This was not a subject for
one hour of television, this was a subject
without end.

Unlike most researchers who are limited
to cases more near at hand, Jospeph and
his crew traveled the world. The job took
them to 12 countries. They shot over 250

hours of film, recorded hundreds of hours
of audio interviews and amassed volumes
of information. A small piece of junk mail
had grown into one of the largest UFO
research projects ever undertaken.

From the outset the plan was to
concentrate on long term cases where the
subject had experienced several contacts
over a period of years. All indications were
that these people had the clearest recall and
had been given the most information by
their extraterrestrial contacts.

Randazzo believes that in-depth research
and interviews with these persons will
provide the best avenue to understanding
and evaluating their information and
getting it out to the world. Another factor
is the ability to compare the similarities of
cases — especially where there has béen
no prior knowledge or contact between the

subjects.

Joseph’s research and travels also
produced reports of many abductee cases.
So many, that he expanded his efforts to
include the most important of those. After
comparing the differences in these two
primary types of extraterrestrial experience
he decided to make them separate segments
of the upcoming video production.

Another segment includes background
material and interviews with many of the
top UFO researchers from all parts of the
world. In some cases their input is as
revealing as the testimony of actual
contactees and abductees.

The wealth of material Joseph has
collected is now being edited into a mini-
series for television. It will not be a
judgmental production. No verdict will be
